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Sami Aoun is professor emeritus in the School of Applied Politics
(Ecole de Politique Appliquée) at the University of Sherbrooke. He is
also director of the Middle East and North Africa Observatory (OMAN)
at the Raoul-Dandurand as well as chair in strategic and diplomatic
studies at the University of Quebec at Montreal. Aoun is director of
the scientific committee and co-founder of the UNESCO Chair on Radi-
calization and Violent Extremism. He is also professor at the Center for
Contemporary Religious Studies (CERC) at the University of Sher-
brooke and researcher in the Society, Law and Religions Research
Center of the University of Sherbrooke (SoDRUS). A Fulbright Scholar,
Aoun is a speaker and analyst for radio (including CBC’s Radio Can-
ada), television and print media as a commentator on current events
in the Middle East. His major interests are applied politics and interna-
tional decision making, the legitimacy of political systems, and the
challenges and conflicts in the Middle East. He is also interested in
globalization as well as ideological, religious and cultural resistance,
Islam and the West, Canada and the Middle East, and democracy, hu-
man rights and minorities’ strategies. Aoun has authored numerous
books, including: Anouar el-Sadate, chef de guerre devenu homme de
paix? (with Gilles Vandal); Penser la citoyenneté, laicité, pluralisme et
islam; Le nouvel age des extrémes?
